School life in Turkey
For this survey we worked with the 13 year olds (8th grades) who are on the first level of the English classes. We chose 15 students that are interested in the comenius project and would like to take part in the project in the long term. 
Here’s the report that is written by the students according to the survey;
1)  How much time do you spend at school in a day?
Our school starts at 09.00 and ends at 16.10 everyday. Our lessons are 40 minutes each and we have 10 minutes breaks after each lesson. Our lunch break is 50 minutes. We get to school by school bus but some of our friends are taken to school by their parents. 
2)  How much time do you spend in a day for studying, apart from 
school?
We spend two or three hours for studying, doing homework and daily revision after each school day.
3)  What are your most and least favourite lessons?
Our favorite lessons are: 1) Science and Technology, 2) Maths,3) English, 
4) Music, 5) French and 7) German.
4)  Are your lessons teacher centred or student centred?
Some of our lessons are student some are teacher centered, however when the lesson is student centered it is much more interesting, enjoyable and understandable.
5)  Which learning method help you to understand the lessons?

Most of us are kinesthetic and the rest of us are mostly visual learners so in order to understand better we need those methods but it is not possible to use those methods in all the lessons, especially for Maths. That’s why using labs for Science, Language and Arts help a lot.
6)  While you are doing your homework or projects what kind of 
sources do you use?
While we are doing our homework or projects we really depend on computer, because we are able to find everything on the internet, our parents let us use the internet for an hour or two, to do our homework otherwise most of us are not allowed to play computers on the week days. But sometimes we also get help from encylopedias, its kind of enjoyable.
7)  Can you use the things that you’ve learnt at school in your 
daily life?
We usually use the things we learnt at the school in our daily lives. Our curriculum is arranged to enable us this opportunity.

8)  Do you think there are some unnecessary lessons in your 
curriculum?
We don’t think that any of our lesson is unnecessary we need all of them in due measure.
9)  What kind of support do you take for the lessons that you are 
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unsuccessful?
When we cannot understand a subject, first we ask our teachers to repeat it, then we have “successful and unsuccessful student matches” and we can study with them at the breaks. We have after school courses, we do lots of tests and check our mistakes. And if those are not enough, some of us have tutors for some lessons.
10) Do you think there must be extra lessons or activities in your 
school?
We also think that there must be some extra lessons such as drama or different sport activities, apart from basketball and volleyball.
11)  Do you really think that you get the right education for the branch you will choose in the future?

We think that we get the right education for our future branches, and it is too far to say our future professions so we should have all those lessons in order to find out the right one.
12) Do you think you spend enough time for social activities at school?

Some of us are both good at school lessons and social activities but some of us cannot join the social activities for the need of studying more for the lessons.
13) What should be done at school to increase your success?
To increase our  success we should study with a strict discipline, revise the school subjects everyday and  do lots of tests.
14) Do you think discipline has an important role for learning?
When it comes to discipline we all think that it is a “must”  for success. Education can only be fruitful when there’s discipline and where there are rules.
15) When you compare your and your parents’ education system which one is more successful?

Comparing to our parents and our system, most of us think that our system is better, because the teachers we have now are much more closer to us than our parents’ time. We can ask questions with no hesitation, communicate and we have the chance to use the technical devices and active education methods. But for some of us our parents education system was better because they had the chance to learn extensively. And when they have a profession they have more knowledge on that specific field.
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
